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10 To Reach, Teach and Keep Boys for Christ



Q Eiigibility: Discovery, Adventure, Expedition Ranger from chartered Outposts.
Q Cost: $20 per person. Please submit one check per outpost.

O Location: Diamond Point, 1 mile west of Tonto Village off Highway 260 &
Control Road.

O Directions to Diamond Point from Phoenix: North on AZ 87 (Beeline Highway)
72.7 miles into Payson, East on AZ 260 to 14.7 miles Control Road, West on
Control Road about 2 miles. The campground is on the South side of Control
Road. The Red Royal Ranger sign will be posted.

Q Outpost registration begins at 4:00 pm, Friday, September 30, at the campsite.

O Every boy must have a Permission Slip and Consent For Medical Emergency
form. (Medical forms will be reviewed upon arrival. Any boy without a
proper medical form will be sent home.)

0 AllRanger Kids must be accompanied by their father or male, legal guardian.
The adult must supervise the boy at ALL times.

Q Pastors are encouraged to attend.

O The elevation is around 5725 feet. Please make sure you and your boys are
ready for cold weather. Bring jackets, long pants, and extra blankets for cold

nights.

0 Some boys may be sensitive to the higher altitudes. Headaches and stomach-
aches are the most common symptoms. Drinking plenty of water (not
carbonated beverages) before and during the Pow Wow often helps.

0 NOTE: Currently fire restrictions have been lifted, but this could change at any
time. Outposts should be prepared to use propane in the event that fires or
charcoal are not allowed. Each commander must take extra precautions to
ensure that CAMPFIRES ARE MONITORED AND DEAD OUT!
